1. Introduction

The Town of Brookhaven Department of Housing and Human Services is excited to become its own HUD
grantee in 2018. Previously a member of the Suffolk CoGotysortium, the Town is now an

independent grantee and welcomes the opportunity to prepare thje&r Consolidated Plan and

Annual Action Plan, as required by HUD. The Consolidated Plan covers the period of July 1, 2018 to June
30, 2022 and the Annual Agh Plan covers the period of July 1, 2018 to June 30, 2019.

The Consolidated Plan includes a description of the public outreach and consultation activities
undertaken as part of the plan, a needs assessment, and an analysis of market conditionstagistra
Together, these sections help form the Strategic Plan and Annual Plan for allocating HUD funded grant
programs. The Strategic Plan and Annual Plan both include geographic priorities, a description of priority
needs, anticipated resources, and godsticipated resources from HUD include the Community
Development Block Grant Program (CDBG), Home Investment Partnerships Program (HOME), and
Housing Opportunities for People with AIDS Program (HOPWA). These grant programs, along with the
vast network ofhon-profit service organizations, local governmental programs, and private resources,
work in harmony to form and implement the goals and strategies of the Consolidated Plan.

2. Summary of the objectives and outcomes identified in the Plan Needs Assessmen

3. Evaluation of past performance

2018 is the first year thate Town of Brookhaven has been designated as a grantee. Prior to 2018, the
Town annually received a CDBG allotment as part of the Suffolk County Consortium. While part of the
Consortium, the Town made progress improving accessibility throughout the Troywrviing parks and
other public facilities, and overseeing the rehabilitation of private homes in order to maintain affordable
housing options. The Town has worked with the County to identify foreclosed and vacant homes to be
acquired and/or rehabilitate@nd other opportunities to provide and maintain affordable housing.
However, the Town now looks forward to forging its own path in achieving the goals set forth in this
Consolidated Plan.

4. Summary of citizen participation process and consultatioropess

The Town developed the Consolidated Plan in consultation with the public, local government agencies
and nonprofit agencies that provide essential housing and social services to the area. The Town
conducted a Commissioner and Department Head Inpegfihg to gather needs from Town of
Brookhaven and Suffolk County agencies and held two public hearings to gather information regarding
community needs and to discuss the goals of the Consolidated Plan. The Town advertised the public
hearing in the newspa, on its website, and through direct mailings to Aanofit organizations, Town

and County governmental agencies, and civic associations. In all, 49 letters were mailed.

5. Summary of public comments

At the Commissioner and Department Head Input Meetattendees discussed the needs of their
departments related to housing, populations with special needs, seniors, economic development, parks,
and other public facilities. The public hearing was well attended by locdbngirofit organizations
expressig support and assistance as the Town develops its first Consolidated Plan. The organizations
also described their funding needs and the successes of their programs. A letter with comments dated

The Town of Brookhaven is the geographically largest town on Long Island and the second most
populous with 531.5 square miles (259.3 square miles are land, the rest is water) and 488,123 people.
The Town is comprised of eight villages and numgnmmincorporated hamlets and spans from the

north to the south shores. Housing in the Town is primarily sifagtély homes, most of which were
constructed between 1950 and 1979. Median income in the Town is $87,728, although median income
varies significatly between some communities.

The most prevalent housing problem is housing cost burden, with 45% of all households spending more
than 30% of their household income on housing coHltss problem affects households at all income

levels, but householdwith the lowest income are disproportionately impacted by housing cost burden.
The Town has also been impacted over the past ten years with a high rate of home foreclosures, further
compounding the need for affordable housing and creating blighting camdiinh some neighborhoods.

Summary of Housing Needs
This section provides an assessment of housing problems and needs.

The Town of Brookhaven has a population of 488,123 with 160,785 householgstiation and
number of households has grown by 4% and 3%, respectively, over the past ten years. Median income is
$87,728, a 19% increase since 2006.

The most significant housing need is affordable housing. As shown and further assessed below, many
households in the Town are faced with a housing cost burden, defined as spending more than 30% of
total gross income on housing costs. The Town has also been impacted over the past ten years with a
high rate of home foreclosures, which puts households atafisiomelessness and creates blighting
conditions in neighborhoods due to vacant properties.

Describe the number and type of single persbouseholds in need of housing assistance.

Single person households in need of housing assistance in the Town of Brookhaven are typically
seniors.As with much of Long Island, Brookhavexs experienced a trend of younger single individuals
moving to more wban areas to escape high cost of living and to be closer to employment centers.

Fair Market Rent for the Town, as calculated by HUD, is $1,221 per month for a studio/efficiency unit
and $1,527 for a onbedroom unit. Households paying more than 30%heifitincome on housing costs
are considered to be cost burdened. Therefadiousehold must earn at least $48,840 annually to
avoid being cost burdened by housing costs based on Fair Market Rent. According to 2016 American
Community Survey-gear estimatedata, there are 1,037 male households with no spouse or children

the Town has approximately 7,024 households with a hearing or vision impairment and one or more
housing problems, 10,746 households with an ambulatory limitation and one or more housing problems,
6,169 households wh a cognitive limitation and one or more housing problems, and 8,227 households
with seltcare or independent living limitation and one or more housing problems who are estimated to
be in need of housing assistance.

In 2016, 5,571 adults receivedsidential domestic violence services and 310 adults received
transitional housing in New York State. Based proportionally on population, it is estimated that
approximately 146 adult victims of domestic violence, dating violence and stalking are in need of
housing assistance. New York State reports that there were 150 counts of rape in 2016 in Suffolk
County. Proportionally, it is estimated that approximately 49 of those crimes occurred in the Town of
Brookhaven. It is further estimated that approximatelyvi€ims of sexual assault in the Town need
housing assistance.

The most common housing problem is housing cost burden which is defined as a household spending
more than 30% of its total gross income on housiagts.As shown in the tables above, 62,782
households in Brookhaven earr80% of AMI.Of these households, 29.4% have a housing cost burden
greater than 30% of income, and 47.6% have a housing cost burden greater than 50% of ihbeme.

Discussion with the Suffolk County Office for Persons with Disabitidested that the most significant
needs of the special needs population in the area are affordable and accessible housing, employment,
and transportation.

Specific housing and supportive service needs are as follows:
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Frail elderly individuals need sgalized services such as cooking, cleaning and/or personal care which
are typically provided in skilled nursing facilities, adult care facilities, and enriched housing.

Elderly individuals and families may need specialized housing such as affordagifeghaursing

facilities, and assisted living facilitieSupportive assistance programs including access to congregate or
delivered meals, access to health care, and improved handicapped access allow seniors to age in their
current home.

Housing Market Analysis Overview:

In 2006 the United States went through what is commonly known as a housing bubble. Nationally,

home prices peaked around 2006 and then sharply declined. Some communities never felt the effects of
the housing bubble and some have largely recovered from the evhatTéwn of Brookhaven,

however, is still reeling from the effects of the housing bubble with an abundance of foreclosed homes
and home values that remain lower than they were ten years ago. Because housing units in the Town
are mostly owned units (approxeely 78%), this decline in home values continues to affect a

significant number of households at all income levels. Households that have faced foreclosure are at risk
of homelessness and are in need of affordable housing. Other households that haveeatided are

paying too much of their income on housing costs but cannot sell their homes due to uncertainty in the
market and because they may not be able to recoup the money they have put into the house.

The website www.realtytrac.com, a real estate quany specializing in foreclosures, provides data
regarding foreclosure rates throughout the country. According to this source, the rate of foreclosure in
Suffolk County is one home out of every 719 homes. Four of the top five neighborhoods in Suffolk
County with the highest foreclosure rates are located in Brookhaven: Rocky Point (one out of every 307
homes), Mount Sinai (one out of every 317 homes), Mastic (one out of every 320 homes), and Center
Moriches (one out of every 337 homes). The foreclosures hffeeted all of Brookhaven, including
low/moderate income areas, wealthy neighborhoods, and every place in between. Besides creating the
need for more affordable housing, mortgage assistance and mortgage counseling, the high number of
foreclosures in th&own has also contributed to blighted conditions in some neighborhoods as multiple
homes are left vacant for long periods of time.

Alternatively, instability in the housing market, along with new preferences for many seniors and young
households, has creadl an increased demand for rental housing, resulting in higher rental prices. The
supply of new rental units has not been able to meet the demand because of high land, construction,
and utility prices and property taxdasa the region.

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The Town of Brookhaven and the Village of Patchogue both administer a Section 8 Housing Choice
Voucher Program with approximately 1,167 participating families. This program serves households
earning up to 50% of AMI.

Asa HUD grantee, Suffolk County has participated in the construction of affordable housing units
throughout the Suffolk County Consortium, which previously included the Town of Brookhaven. The
County works with the Towns, neprofit organizations, and privatdevelopers and uses HOME funding
to produce affordable housing units. These units can be rental or ownership units and are targeted to
varying income levels and family types. State programs are often used for these projects as well.

The Town of Brookhen Zoning Code mandates 20% of new residential units be affordable housing or
workforce housing, for developments containing five or more residential lots or dwelling units. These
units are targeted for families earning up to 50% AMI for affordable remtia$, up to 80% AMI for
workforce rental units and affordable homeownership units, and up to 120% AMI for workforce
homeownership units.

Is there sufficient housing for households at all income levels?

Based on anecdotal evidence afe Needs Assessment section of this Consolidated Plan, too many
households, at all income levels, are struggling with housing cost burden. There is not sufficient housing
for households at all income levels. For example, according to the Housing Affitydable above,

2,239 housing units are affordable for the 22,236 households earning 30% or less of AMI.

How is affordability of housing likely to change considering changes to home values and/or
rents?

The Cost of Housing table shows that housiriggzin the Town have declined since 2006. National
housing trends indicate that housing prices peaked around 2006 and then started declining after the
national housing bubble. The Town has not completely recovered from this event and owned housing
pricesare still lower than they were ten years ago. Further, there has been a significant increase in the
number of foreclosed homes. Foreclosed homes may provide some affordable opportunities for new
households. However, many existing homeowners are still gayiortgages that they cannot afford

without being burdened. These homeowners are less likely to sell their homes because they would lose
money on their investment. Households that have gone through foreclosure are at risk of homelessness
and have alreadykt a substantial investment, resulting in less money available to pay for new housing.
Also, despite the decline in prices, the house prices in the Town are still high for lower and moderate
income households.

Rental prices, however, have been increasingr the past ten years and were not hit as hard as owned
homes during the housing bubble. The housing bubble, along with a change in housing
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preferencesjncreased demand for rental units which has also contributed to an increase in rents. It is
assumedhat rents will continue to increase as demand increases, resulting in less affordable housing
unless wages increase commensurately. The cost of land, construction andstakely to remain high

in the region, therefore, new housing will continue to loeaffordable to many households.

How do HOME rents / Fair Market Rent compare to Area Median Rent? How might this
impact your strategy to produce or preserve affordable housing?

A compilation of real estate rental listings from the websites www.zillom.and

www.apartments.com in February 2018 show an average rent of $1,480 for a studio apartment, $1,610
for a onebedroom unit, $2,020 for a twbedroom unit, $2,400 for a threbedroom unit, $3,420 for a
four-bedroom unit, and $3,450 for a fideedroom urt. These average rents are all higher than HOME
rents and HUD Fair Market Rent (FMR), other than the tHiwegroom rent which was similar to the

FMR. New units on the market are typically more expensive than older units and many of the newer
multifamily rental units in the Town are luxury rentals. Newer units are often more expensive because
developers need to cover the high costs of land and construction. Therefore, while producing new
affordable housing is an important goal for the Town, preserving ddtale housing is just as important

and may have more of a beneficial impact.

Discussion

As discussed above, although housing prices have decreased, affordability is still a significant problem
for the Town of Brookhaven. Housing prices are too highémseholds with low and moderate income.
Several households regardless of income level have suffered foreclosure after housing values
plummeted following the national housing bubble. Housing market uncertainty has increased demand
for rental properties whih has pushed up rental prices. However, high land and construction prices has
resulted in an unmet demand for new rental housing.

The major employment sectors within the Town of Brookhaven are education and healthcare services,
followed by retail trade; arts, entertainment, accommodations; and professional, scientific,
management services.

Describe the workforce and infrastructureeeds of the business community:

The business community needs a trained and educated workforce. Infrastructure needs of the business
community include improved public transportation, affordable housing for its workforce, and flourishing
downtowns and commeeial areas. These infrastructure needs are necessary to improve access to jobs,
retain current employees and encourage young adults and students to stay in the area. Transit oriented
development, such as New Village at Patchogue, has been a prioritygtioauiSuffolk County to

connect residents and businesses to transit and to provide a variety of housing types and upgraded
infrastructure.

Describe any major changes that may have an economic impact, such as planned local or
regional public or privatesector investments or initiatives that have affected or may affect
job and business growth opportunities during the planning period. Describe any needs for
workforce development, business support or infrastructure these changes may create.

Various developrmnt projects are proposed throughout the Town, such as a multifamily residential and
hotel project in Yaphank, mixagse redevelopment in Port Jefferson, and revitalization efforts and
environmental remediation in Bellport following the award of a New Ysidte Brownfield Opportunity
Areas Program grant.

The Town of Brookhaven Industrial Development Agency (IDA) issuesctarpt and taxable bonds and

notes, property tax abatements, mortgage recording tax exemption and full sales tax exemption for
gualified companies. This assistance has helped several existing and new businesses in the Town and has
created a significant amount of jobs and new investment in the Town.

These developments, and others proposed in the Town, will spur economic growth byatingijob
opportunities and additional housing to the area. Infrastructure improvements such as road and transit
improvements, sewer district extensions, and environmental remediation may be necessary for some
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redevelopment projects. Continual workforcewklopment programs are necessary to ensure gainful
employment of low and moderate income individuals.

Plans for Upper Port
Jefferson call for widescale redevelopment of a blighted area with miseddevelopment, streetscape
improvements, traffic calming and connectivity, and improved bus/train access and parking.

The
Town will coordinate with LIREDC on its priority projects when feasible.

Station, Eastport, B4 Moriches, Yaphank and Shirley; and, there are concentrations (greater than
76.29%) of moderate income households with any of four severe housing problems in East Moriches,
Eastport, Manorville, Rocky Point, Port Jefferson Station, and Centereach. $heammnmon housing
problem in the town is cost burden.

Almost all homeless individuals identified in the annual Point In Time count are sheltered. The existing
facilities, including the homeless shelters identified in the Needs Assessment and Market Analysis
sections, and theesvice centers operated by the Suffolk County Department of Social Services, are well
used and well operated. Chronic homelessness is not a significant issue in the County. The County has a
high veteran population and HIV/AIDS population and therefore skasral services in place to assist

these individuals and their families. The Town, County andpmofit organizations have also been

aware that the region is aging in place and have responded with a solid network of senior services.
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Homeless care prodérs, who are typically neprofits organizations that comprise the Continuum of

Care, provide outreach and assessment services to try to bring unsheltered individuals and families into
the system to begin the transition from homelessness to a more supediving situation. Meals,

clothes and other essentials are provided as necessary, and other services are offered.

Emergency shelters are available to assist those in crisis, for example, Pax Christi Hospitality Center
provides emergency shelter for me@ommunity Housing Innovations, Inc. provides emergency shelter

for families and adults, Mercy Center Ministries provides emergency housing for runaway, homeless,
pregnant or parenting teenage women, and the John J. Lynch Veterans Place provides emergency
shelter for veterans. These shelters, as well as transitional housing facilities including HELP Suffolk, also
provide needed services to homeless individuals and families. Emergency shelters and transitional
housing facilities are currently adequate, howee, permanent affordable housing, permanent

supportive housing, and affordable housing for person with HIV/AIDS are needed.

Barriers to affordable housing in the Town ob&khaven include a high cost of living, high property tax
burden and high construction costs.

outside of New York City. School district taxes are particularly steep on Long Island. These high tax rates
reduce the net income a family has to spend on housing costs, or they end up with a high housing cost
burden am other needs or wants go unmet. High property taxes can also result in higher rents to cover

fixed costs paid by landlords or they may act as an impediment to building maintenance and investment.

Local building and construction costs also impede thettoason of new affordable housing and
maintenance and investment in existing housing. Likewise, high land costs further make the construction
of new affordable housing cost prohibitive.

As part of this Consolidated Plan, the Town will prepare an Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing
Choice which will identify any additional barriers to affordable housing.

Strategy to Remove or Ameliorate the Barriers to Affordable Housing

Several othe barriers to affordable housing, such as high taxes and construction costs are beyond the
control of the Town of Brookhaven.

The Town zoning code mandates that 20% of new residential units be affordable or workforce housing,
for new developments with ¥ie or more residential lots or dwelling units.

New York State requires health care providers to test all children for blood lead levels at ages 1 and 2. In

in children and found increased bloashd levels in 19 cases. Lead poisoning is not a widespread or
significant problem in the region. Lead poisoning, however, can be a serious threat to those affected by
it. Therefore, the Town will incorporate ledhsed paint testing, education and abaterhénto any

residential rehabilitation and homebuyer programs.

All residential rehabilitation program homeowners will be provided warnings regarding lead based paint.

Jurisdiction Goals, Programs and Policies for reducing the number of Povertel Families

Approximately 7.9% of the Brookhaven population lives below the poverty level. The poverty rate for all
families is 5.6%. The poverty rates for specific types of families are: 8.8% for families with related
children under 18 years of age, 18.4% for fentredaseholder families with no husband present, and

3.4% for senior families with a householder 65 years old and over.

The Town of Brookhaven Department of Housing and Human Services provides some programs and
services designed to reduce poverty and empoimdividuals and families. The Family Sifficiency

Program administered by the Town for Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher recipients provides assistance
to low income individuals and families with children with the goal of reducing dependency on welfare
assistance, public assistance and Section 8 assistance. The Town provides programs for women such as
employment counseling, support groups, and a Dress for Success program which provides business
attire to women seeking employment. The Town provides offregrams including job readiness

programs with preferences to veterans, parenting workshops, financial and housing counseling, youth
programs, and senior programgany of these programs are aimed at lifting individuals and families out

of poverty and breking the cycle of poverty through education and family supportive services.

The Town plans to use CDBG funding for public services which provide youth services such as
counseling, tutoring, mentoring, employment for teens, and participation in commuaeit§ice projects.
These programs empower youth to make good choices, improve their academic records and help
provide a path to success.
