Fair Housing

Fair Housing is defined under the Federal Fair Housing Act (Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of

1968) as the right of individuals to obtain the housing of their choice, free from

discrimination based on race, cdor, religion, sex, disability, familial status, or national origin

(the seven federally oprotected classesd). Thi s
Act, as amended, and other federal, state, and local legislation which makes it unlawful to

discriminate in the sale, rental, financing, and insuring of housing. The New York State

Human Rights Law further prohibits discrimination based on marital status, sexual

orientation, gender identity or expression, lawful source of income, military status, age (over

18) and creed, and Suffolk Countyos vidlenbean Ri ght
veteran status, and group identity to the local list of protected classes.

The United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requires that all
governing authorities that receive HUD funding certify to HUD's satisfaction that the
awarded grant will be carried out and administered according to the Fair Housing Act, and
that the grantee will work diligently to affirmatively further fair housing (AFFH). This
requirement is codified, for local jurisdictions, in the Consolidated Plan requirements under
24 CFR 891.225. As part of the Consolidated Plan process, recipiesitare required to
undertake fair housing planning.

In order to meet its obligation to affirmatively further fair housing, the Town of Brookhaven

Summary of Findings and Recommendations

The Town of Brookhaven is composed of persons of diverse races, ethnic groups, religions,
national origins, ages, and other unique characteristics. The fundamental goal of the Analysis
of Impediment s to Fair Housing Choice is to assist the Town in identifying and addressing
issues that affect the opportunities for all persons and households to obtain safe, sanitary,
and affordable housing, noting that the right to do so is protected by federal, state , and local
laws.

Through data collection, interviews, public input, and a review of relevant local policies and
public information, six impediments to fair housing choice have been identified. A summary
of these impediments is provided below and with addi tional detail in Section 4, Impediments
to Fair Housing Choice and Suggested Actions

Impediment #1: High Cost of Housing, Land, and Construction

The high costs of housing, land and construction act as an impediment to fair housing
choice for low- and moderate-income households by limiting the amount of homes that
households can afford and hindering the development of more affordable options. This
impediment was identified through public outreach, including public and organizational
surveys, and through interviews.

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Actions

y  Provide assistance in financing affordable housing projects, prioritizing assistance to
projects in areas with higher home, land, and construction costs.

YV Provide down-payment assistance to low- and moderate-income first-time home
buyers. And, continue to support partnerships with businesses that provide down -
payment assistanceto their employees.

y  Prioritize purchase and rehabilitation or demolition of foreclosed homes to use as
affordable housing.

YV Uselre-use under-developed, under-utilized, and in-fill sites for the construction of
affordable housing.

Y Use being a new HUD grantee to develop a robust affordable housing program for
the Town that supports and encourages building affordable housing in high
opportunity areas.

Y Continue to use CDBG and related funds for residential rehabilitation of single-

family homes to maintain currently affordable homes.

Y Seek opportunities to provide maintenance programs for households who rent their
home. As discussed at a local public meeting on fair housng, many renters wish to
better maintain their homes but do not have the means to do so or have landlords
who refuse to do so.

Impediment # 2: Lack of Housing Type Variety

The Town consists primarily of single-family owned houses. While new multifamily and rental

units have been constructed in recent years, there remains a need for a wider variety of

housing serving varied prices, household/family sizes, and special needs. These needs were
identified in the Townds Consadihthedpablicadd Pl an, t hr
organization surveys.

Actions

Yy Conduct thorough reviews of the Townds and
opportunities focused on creating more multifamily housing. Also seek out
opportunities for mandated or incentivized affo rdable housing provisions.

Continue to seek opportunities for expanded funding to build or contribute to the
construction of new affordable housing. Also work with not -for-profit organizations
and Suffolk County to identify other sources of financing to le verage limited grant
funds and encourage such not-for-profit organizations to apply to foundations and
other sources for project funding.

Advise New York State, which drafts the New York State Uniform Fire Prevention
and Building Code, that occupancy restrictions contained therein may be an
impediment for large families or families with children .

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YV Work with a variety of housing organizations, community groups, civic and business
organizations, as well as private developers, to develop a variety of higher density

Impediment #3: Lack of Sufficient Public Transportation to Connect
Communities to Employment and Services

The Town of Brookhaven is served by three branches of the Long Island Rail Bad and by
bus transit through Suffolk County Transit. Interviews with Town staff and public surveys

have noted that these options do not adequately serve populations who rely on public
transportation.

YV Work with Suffolk County Transit to identify areas of the Town that are not
adequately serviced.

Yy Continue to encourage and promote transit -oriented development with higher
density multifamily housing and mixed -use housing, serving a variety of incomes,
abilities, and household sizes.

YV Identify oppor tunities for improvements to public transportation, and other
transportation needs, for special needs populations.

Impediment #4: Overall Discrimination in the Local Housing Market

A review of complaint data, recent court cases,recent housing studies, and public and
organization surveys, as well as interviews, indicates that there remains overall discrimination
in the local housing market.

Actions

YV Work with and support fair housing advocates, such as LIHS, and others to educe
the public, Town officials, building owners, landlords, real estate agents, lenders, and
others about fair housing, its benefit to the community, and legal requirements and
responsibilities.

Identify, work with , and support groups that work with minori ty issues and
discrimination.

Y Work with the Suffolk County Human Rights Commission and the Suffolk County
Inter-faith Anti-bias Task Force on fair housing and discrimination issues.

Yy Develop an affirmative marketing program for housing opportunities that pr ovide
outreach to income- and mortgage -eligible households seeking homeownership,
with a focus on the segments of the population that may be less likely to apply for
affordable housing. Require that all developers involved with affordable housing
funds provide an affirmative fair housing marketing plan.

Impediment #6: Minimal Understanding of Fair Housing Rights

Although education regarding fair housing rights is currently undertaken in a variety of ways
in the Town and County, a substantial barrier to fair housing choice is the general lack of
knowledge of fair housing rights, requirements, and responsibilities.

An impediment to fair housing choice is (as defined by the HUD Fair Housing Planning
Guide, Volume 1):

Y Any action, omission, or decision taken because of race, color, religion, sex, disability,
family status, or national origin that restricts housing choices or the availability of
housing choices; or

Y Any action, omission, or decision that has the effect of restricting housing choices or
the availability of housing choices on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, disability,
family status, or national origin. Policies, practices, or procedures that appear
neutral, but which operate to deny or adversely affect the prov ision of housing to
persons of a particular race, color, religion, sex, disability, family status, or national
origin may constitute such an impediment.

Actions to affirmatively further fair housing can be grouped into three categories:

V  Intent: The obligation to avoid policies, customs, practices, or processes whose
intent or purpose is to impede, infringe, or deny the exercise of fair housing rights
by persons protected under the Act.

Y Effect: The obligation to avoid policies, customs, practices, orprocesses whose effect
or impact impedes, infringes upon, or denies the exercise of fair housing rights by
persons protected under the Act.

Y Affirmative Duties: The Act imposes a fiduciary responsibility upon public agencies

to anticipate policies, customs, practices, or processes that previously, currently, or
may potentially impede, infringe, or deny the exercise of fair housing rights by
persons protected under the Act.

In 2015, HUD issued the Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing (AFFH) rule, a legal
requirement that federal agencies and federal grantees further the purposes of the Fair
Housing Act. While this obligation to affirmatively further fair housing was already rooted in

Introduction
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the Fair Housing Act, the AFFH sought to provide a planning tool and assistance to grantees
by requiring an Assessment of Fair Housing (AFH) rather than an Analysis of Impediments.
HUD developed an AFH assessment tool to provide data and a template to grantees to assist
in the analysis of fair housing and the preparation of fair h ousing goals. The AFH assessment
tool for local governments was withdrawn by HUD in 2017. The rule withdrawing the AFH
assessment tool states that grantees not already in the process of preparing an AFH, must
continue to develop and update an Analysis of Impediments in accordance with the HUD

Fair Housing Planning Guide (1996). Although granteesare allowed to use HUD data
developed as part of the AFH assessment tool, this data is not available to the Town of
Brookhaven because it is a new grantee that started receiving funding after withdrawal of

the AFH assessment tool.

Public Participation

Public participation was essential for informing the Analysis of Impediments of real life
experience, additional resources, and factual information. The Town of Brookhaven is
committed to ensuring public involvement in the creation of the Analysis of Impediments
and to that end sought the input of local citizens and local, County and regional housing and
community development organizations and agencies. The following outreach methods were
employed:

Public Meetings

Public hearings on the Consolidated Plan and fair housing were held on February 1, 2018
and March 29, 2018at Town Hall. A public meeting regarding fair housing and the purpose

Introduction
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of the Analysis of Impediments was held on May 7, 2019 at the Mastics Moriches Shirley
Community Library. A public hearing was also held to receive comments on the draft
Analysis of Impediments on September 9, 2019 at Town Hall. A draft of the Analysis of
Impediments will be made available for public review at Town Hall, local libraries, and on the
Department of Housing Human Services website on September 10, 20192 A public comment
period will be established from September 10, 2019to October 10, 2019.

Outreach, Interviews and Surveys

The Department of Housing and Human Services held a Commissioner and Department
Head Input Meeting on February 1, 2018 to gather input on housing and non -housing
needs, priorities for the Consolidated Plan and issues regarding fair housing. The meeting
was attended by Town and County staff. The Department of Housing and Human Services
also conducted various interviews with staff, local officials, and housing organizations.

A survey was issued for local housing and housing related services organizations and
agenciesto gather input on local fair housing practices and impediments. A public survey to
collect input regarding fair housing experience, needs and impediments was available in
paper form at the public meeting on May 7, 2019 and in electronic form posted on the
Townds frombVsy 22 te June 30, 2019. Long Island Housing Services posted the
public survey on their website, and the survey was further shared by local elected officials.
The survey is included in AppendixB and survey responses ae summarized in Section 3, Fair
Housing in the Town of Brookhaven.

Limitations of the Study

This Analysis of Impediments was prepared to identify impediments and suggest solutions. It
does not, however, constitute a comprehensive planning program as many of the identified
issues warrant additional research and analysis.

Further, it is vital that this analysis be read as a whole. Conclusions and observations made
throughout the study are often dependent on data and discussions presented earlier.
Readers may have questions at one point in the document that are answered later in the
document. Context is vital to correctly understanding this analysis and avoiding misleading
or erroneous interpretations of its content.

The demographic summary of the Town of Brookhaven provides a
current snap shot of the Townos
education,and land use.This section also includes recent trends
regarding these topics. Demographic data and other background
information help form the foundation of ths, and future Analysis of

The Town of Brookhaven is thegeographically largest town on Long Island and the second
most populous. The Town islocated in the central portion of Suffolk County and is bounded
by the Towns of Riverhead and Southampton to the east and Smithtown and Islip to the

west and by the Long Island Sound to the north and the Atlantic Ocean to the south. The
Town is comprised of eight incorporated villages (Belle Terre, Bellport, Lake Grove, Old Field,
Patchogue, Port Jefferson,Poquott, and Shoreham) and approximately 50 hamlets in an area
of 531 square miles.See Figure 1, Town of Brookhaven Communities.

Based on estimates from the United States Census Bureauhte Town population is currently
488,123, havinggrown by approximately 0.4 percent from its 2010 population of 486,040.

The largest community in the Town is Coram with 39,113 residents. Centereach, Shirley,
Medford, and East Patchogue are the next largest communities within the Town.

Age

In 2016, the median age in the Town was 39.3 years old. 68,565 residents (14 percent) were
aged 65 years or over. That is an increase from 2000 when 45,400 residents (10.1 percent)
were aged 65 years and over and the median age was 35.2 years old This points to a shift
towards an aging population, following trends across the United States.

Disability

The Town of Brookhaven has a disabled population of 44,979, which is 9.3 percent of the
Town population, not including institutionalized populations. Approximately 42.6 percent of
disabled persons in the Town are age 65 and over.(Source:2016 American Community
Survey 5Year Estimates)

Persons in Group Quarters

The United States Census defines Group Quarters
l'i ving i n gfTheseinciyde aarrectionabfacifities, nursing homes, college

dormitories, and missions, among others. According to the 2016 American Community

Survey 50 Year Estimate, approximately 14,795 residents of the Town of Brookhaven lived in

group quarters, which represents 3 percent of the overall Town population. Examples of

group quarters in the Town of Brookhaven include Stony Brook University, St. Josephs

College and the Bellhaven Center for Rehabilitation and Nursing Care.

Race and Ethnicity

The population of Brookhaven is comprised of 87.6 percent White, 6.4 percent Black or
African American, 0.8 percent American Indian and Alaska Native, 5.3 percent Asian, 0.1
percent Native Hawaiian and Other Pacific Islander, and 2.2 percent some other rae.
Approximately 15.1 percent of any race identify as Hispanic or Latino. As shown in Table2-2,
Race and Ethnicity, 20002016, Suffolk County as a whole is slightly more diverse. Over time,
however, the Town, as well as the County, ha become more diverse. The increase in
Hispanic or Latino populations, in particular, has been significant for both the Town, which
was 8.0 percent Hispanic or Latino in the year 2000 and 15.1 percent in year 2016, as well as
Suffolk County, which was 10.5 percent Hispanic orLatino in the year 2000 and 18.2 percent
in 2016.

Areas of Minority Concentration
