"Sadly, they are coming in to the shelter fas ter than they
are being adopted. Thanks  to the work of Dori Scofield, this  new program will help many of these adoptable pets  find
new homes  with caring families ."

The  funds  to  pay  partic ipating  organizations  will  be  provided  by  the  Help  the  A nimals  Fund, which  is  currently
accepting donations  and will be sponsoring various  fundrais ing events  to support this  program and others .
