Day  celebrations  by  joining Fred Drewes  and the  Heritage  T rus t  C ommittee  at  the  inauguration of the  "P arade  of
A merican Flags" on the "A venue of A merica" in Mount Sinai's  Heritage P ark.

The "A venue of A merica" projec t involved the dedication of a part of the park's  perimeter-path in honor of the 50  US
States . Flying in pairs  along the path are National, State, and his torical A merican flags , along with small informational
kiosks . Earlier this  spring, over 200 trees  and shrubs  were planted along the walkway - with 17  trees  representing 30
s tates .
