Farmingville, NY – During  the  months  of November and December,
the Town of Brookhaven presents  V otes  for Women: C elebrating New
York’s  Suffrage  C entennial, an exhibit  celebrating the  centennial  of
women’s  suffrage in New York State. The exhibit aims  to raise public
awareness  of the  s truggle  for women’s  suffrage  and equal  rights  in
New York  State  from  the  1848  Seneca  Falls  C onvention  through
1917  when  New York  State  granted  women the  right  to  vote. The
large-scale exhibit at the New York State Museum in A lbany opened
on November 4  and they c reated a s ix-panel traveling exhibition that
is  displayed on the 2nd floor gallery in the Brookhaven Town Hall. I t
will  be  on  display  through  January  1 ,  2018  and  will  return  for
Women’s  H is tory Month in March 2018. The exhibit was  curated by
