The  H is torical  Soc iety  was  founded  to  document  local  Maritime
his tory  by  C aptain Edward  Reginald  Rhodes  in  1964  and later provided funding to  the  Three  V illage  Bicentennial
C ommittee  which produced  the  Spies  C oin  and  published  The  Three  V illage  Guidebook  in  the  mid  1970s . In  the
1980s , the Soc iety produced a theater program Eel C atching in Setauket and held its  firs t major exhibit, Down the
Ways , the  Wooden Ship  E ra  in  the  Three  V illages . In 1995, the  Soc iety  launched the  mobile  exhibit, The  Sailing
C irc le:  19th  C entury  Seafaring  Women  from  New York,  and  in  1998  the  firs t  Three  V illage  H is torica l  Soc iety
headquarters  were purchased at 93  North C ountry Road. In the most recent decade, the Soc iety published several
books  on Three  V illage  his tory  and acquired a  letter written by  George  Washington with the  help of A ssemblyman
Englebright and Stony Brook Univers ity.
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
