The potential to grow Long Island’s energy sector for the benefit of Long Islanders will always be stifled
so as long as PSEG-LI and its parent company holds a stacked deck. This bill sends a clear message to LIPA and
Governor Cuomo that ratepayers want a fair say when it comes to meeting their energy needs. Brookhaven and
communities across Long Island support efforts to reduce the amount of expensive electricity imported from out-of-
state. Creating an environment in which on-Island generation is allowed to flourish would go a long way in lowering
electricity prices for ratepayers while creating jobs and economic opportunities for middle-class families.”
