
Supervisor Romaine Speaks to Recyclebank "Green Team" at Moriches Elementary
School

Farmingville, NY - Recently, Supervisor Ed Romaine (right) vis ited the Moriches  E lementary School to speak with the
s tudent  "Green Team"  who  are  leading  the  schools  recyc ling  efforts . The  school  was  selec ted  as  a  Recyc lebank
"Green School" as  part of a program that awards  environmental projec t grants  to schools . They were presented with a
check from Recyc lebank for $1068.93  for their efforts . The "Green Schools " program is  offered to communities , such
as  the  Town of Brookhaven, that  partner with Recyc lebank. Brookhaven is  the  only  munic ipality  on Long Is land to
have  this  unique  opportunity  to  support  environmental  education through Recyc lebank. P ic tured  (back  row left  to
right) with Supervisor Romaine  and the  Moriches  E lementary  "Green Team"  are  P rinc ipal  E ileen Filippone, Samra
Brouk from Recyc lebank and A ss is tant P rinc ipal Dierdre Redding.

In addition to the Recyc lebank "Green Schools " program, the William Floyd School Dis tric t also agreed to partic ipate
in the Town's  pilot program that promotes  s ingle s tream recyc ling in schools . The Town provided a large container
and C urby C ans  to the Moriches  E lementary School that s tudents  use to depos it their recyc lables . O nce a week, the
Town collec ts  them at  no charge  to  the  school  dis tric t. The  school  dis tric ts  that  are  currently  partic ipating in the
Town's  pilot program inc lude William Floyd, C omsewogue, Rocky P oint and C enter Moriches .

"C hildren are the key to educating people about the importance of recyc ling,"  said Supervisor Romaine. "By s tarting
in the  schools , we  expec t  the  message  will  make  it  back  home to  get  the  res t  of the  family  on board. I  thank  the
William Floyd  School  Dis tric t, as  well  as  all  the  others , for joining  the  Town as  we  recyc le  our way  to  a  c leaner,
greener Brookhaven."

"Educating our youth about recyc ling and getting them accus tomed to recyc ling is  one of the bes t ways  to get them
into good habits  for their future,"  commented Brookhaven Town C ounc ilman Dan P anico. "I  commend every s tudent
for taking  part  in  this  program and  thank  the  William Floyd  School  Dis tric t, spec ifically  the  Moriches  E lementary
School, for taking part in the program."

E ileen Filippone, P rinc ipal, Moriches  E lementary School said, "Thank you to Supervisor Romaine, C ounc ilman P anico,
the Town of Brookhaven and the s taff from Recylebank for helping us  to get this  projec t off the ground."

Deirdre  Redding, A ss is tant P rinc ipal, Moriches  E lementary  School  said, "We are  so exc ited about this  projec t  and



apprec iate all of the support in our recyc ling initiative as  we work toward our goals  of reduc ing was te, protec ting the
environment and educating our s tudents  about the importance of recyc ling. We are working to ins till these values  and
prac tices  in  our  elementary  s tudents  with  the  hopes  of  them  continuing  this  mindset  into  their  future  choic es
regarding recyc ling."

In January of this  year, the Town launched its  s ingle s tream recyc ling program, the firs t on Long Is land. Since then,
the  recyc ling  rate  has  jumped  by  24.6%  and  as  a  result, Brookhaven  res idents  have  realized  a  savings  of over
$287,000.
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
