"The flooding and damage that occurred in many Brookhaven communities  c reated a real threat to our groundwater
supply,"  said Supervisor Romaine, "I  s trongly  urge  anyone  who lives  in these  areas  to  contac t  the  Suffolk  C ounty
Water  A uthority  and  schedule  a  tes t  as  soon  as  poss ible. I t's  a  matter  of  health  and  safety  for  many  families
throughout the Town, and it's  better to be safe than sorry."
