
Supervisor Romaine and Councilwoman Bonner Announce Reopening of
Brookhaven Animal Shelter and Adoption Center

Town extends adoption, spay, neuter and vaccination fee waiver until end of year
Farmingville, NY - Supervisor Ed Romaine  has  announced that  the  Brookhaven Town A nimal  Shelter and A doption
C enter reopened today after being c losed s ince A ugus t 29  due to an outbreak of ringworm. A ll the animals  housed at
the  shelter have  been tes ted and preventative  measures  were  taken by  treating all  animals  for ringworm, not  jus t
those who tes ted pos itive. The entire shelter has  been c leaned and dis infec ted, and was  given a c lean bill  of health
las t  week  by  s taff personnel  at  the  shelter. A  total  of four  dogs  and  25  cats  were  euthanized  as  a  result  of the
outbreak.

"A ll  animal  shelters  run  the  risk  of ringworm because  so  many  of the  animals  that  are  brought  in  are  s trays . I
commend our s taff for taking ac tion to control the spread of the disease and make the shelter once again safe for the
animals  and s taff," said Supervisor Romaine. "O ur shelter is  unique among other munic ipalities  because our policy is
to  promote  adoption, not  euthanas ia. A s  a  result, we  are  dealing  with an overc rowding  s ituation that  can only  be
remedied through adoptions  and redemptions ."

To  encourage  res idents  to  adopt  a  dog  or cat  from the  shelter  and  to  make  up  for  los t  time  due  to  the  c losure,
Supervisor Romaine and the Town C ounc il adopted a resolution at the O c tober 1  Town Board meeting to extend the
adoption, spay, neuter and vacc ination fee waiver until  December 31. The resolution was  sponsored by  Supervisor
Romaine and C ounc ilwoman Jane Bonner, who serves  as  the Town Board Liaison to the shelter.

"Every  animal  at  the  shelter deserves  a  home  and a  loving family,"  said C ounc ilwoman Bonner. "Many  have  been
there for a  year or more, and by  waiving the fees  through December, we are  encouraging animal  lovers  to find it  in
their hearts  to bring a furry friend home and help reduce the population at the shelter."

Normal adoption fees  range from $5.00  for a dog that has  not been neutered or spayed; $10.00  for a dog that has
been neutered or spayed; $15.00  for a  cat that has  not been neutered or spayed and $20  for a  cat that has  been
neutered or spayed. A long with the adoption fees  being waived, the Town will  also waive the cos t to neuter, spay or
vacc inate any adopted dog or cat. The Town will also continue to is sue free licenses  for adopted dogs .

Those who are interes ted in adopting a pet should vis it the Brookhaven A nimal Shelter and A doption C enter located
at 300  Horseblock Road in Brookhaven. The center is  open Monday through Friday from 9:30  a.m. to 4:00  p.m. and
Saturday from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. I t is  c losed on Sundays .
