Farmingville, NY - Brookhaven Supervisor Ed Romaine today warned res idents  about a scam by individuals  looking to
pose as  Town workers  to illegally enter private homes . Suffolk C ounty P olice and the Suffolk C ounty Dis tric t A ttorney
have been notified of this  inc ident.

Town offic ials  were alerted on January 2 , 2015  of a letter sent to res idents  falsely c laiming that employees  from the
Town A ssessor's  office would be inspec ting their property on Saturday, January 3 , 2015  between the hours  of 9  a.m.
- 12  p.m. as  part of "reassessments  for the upcoming tax year."

No such reassessment or inspec tion is  taking place in Brookhaven Town.

"Whoever sent this  fraudulent letter out will be prosecuted to the fulles t extent to the law," said Supervisor Romaine.
"We  are  asking  the  public  to  contac t  us  at  451-TO WN  if  they  have  received  any  such  letter,  and  to  protec t
themselves  and  their  family  from those  who  fraudulently  sent  this  letter. A ny  Brookhaven Town employee  who  is
conduc ting offic ial  bus iness  will  have proper identification, be  travelling in an offic ial  vehic le, and will  otherwise  be
able to identify themselves  as  ac ting in an offic ial capac ity."
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
